WATER AND BLOOD

AS WE GATHER

On this night when our Lord Jesus Christ was betrayed into the hands of
sinful men, we receive the blessings of forgiveness and new life as we
partake of the Lord’s Supper. Looking ahead to the death of Jesus on
Calvary’s cross, we remember with the apostle John that both water and
blood flowed from Jesus’ side as He was pierced by the spear of a
Roman soldier (see John 19:34). The flowing water reminds us of the
mystery of our Baptism, as God the Father cleanses us of our sin and
makes us His children. The flowing blood reminds us of the deep love of
the Savior, who allowed Himself to die a horrific death so that we may
experience a glorious resurrection, and it points to the Sacrament of our
Lord’s body and blood. May the blessings of Jesus flow into our lives as
we gather to worship Him.

With hearts that are humble and lives ever grateful,
help us to receive Your grace, bow before You in
worship, and confess that You alone are Lord, to
the glory of God the Father. Amen.

(P] Almighty God our heavenly Father shows His mercy to
us in the sending of His Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord,
who was betrayed, slandered, and sentenced to death
on the cross. By the water and blood that flowed from
His pierced side, Jesus pours out His cleansing
forgiveness upon us all. As a called and ordained
servant of Christ, and by His authority, | forgive you all
your sins in the name of the Father and of the *I- Son
and of the Holy Spirit.

OLD TESTAMENT READING Exodus 17:1-7

seventeenth chapter.

LAll the congregation of the people of Israel moved on
from the wilderness of Sin by stages, according to the
commandment of the LORD, and camped at Rephidim,
but there was no water for the people to drink.?Therefore
the people quarreled with Moses and said, “Give us
water to drink.” And Moses said to them, “Why do you
guarrel with me? Why do you test the LorD?” 3But the
people thirsted there for water, and the people grumbled
against Moses and said, “Why did you bring us up out of
Egypt, to kill us and our children and our livestock with
thirst?” 4So Moses cried to the LorD, “What shall | do
with this people? They are almost ready to stone me.”
SAnd the LoRD said to Moses, “Pass on before the
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people, taking with you some of the elders of Israel, and
take in your hand the staff with which you struck the Nile,
and go. %Behold, I will stand before you there on the rock
at Horeb, and you shall strike the rock, and water shall
come out of it, and the people will drink.” And Moses did
so, in the sight of the elders of Israel. And he called the
name of the place Massah and Meribah, because of the
guarreling of the people of Israel, and because they
tested the LORD by saying, “Is the LORD among us or
not?”

EPISTLE 1 John 5:5-12
(P} The Epistle is from First John, the fifth chapter.

SWho is it that overcomes the world except the one who
believes that Jesus is the Son of God? This is He who
came by water and blood—Jesus Christ; not by the
water only but by the water and the blood. And the Spirit
is the one who testifies, because the Spirit is the truth.
’For there are three that testify: 8the Spirit and the water
and the blood; and these three agree. °If we receive the
testimony of men, the testimony of God is greater, for
this is the testimony of God that He has borne
concerning His Son. *®*Whoever believes in the Son of
God has the testimony in himself. Whoever does not
believe God has made Him a liar, because he has not
believed in the testimony that God has borne concerning
His Son. *And this is the testimony, that God gave us
eternal life, and this life is in His Son. *Whoever has the
Son has life; whoever does not have the Son of God
does not have life.
