65You have dealt well with your servant, 
        O LORD, according to your word. 
66Teach me good judgment and knowledge, 
 for I believe in your commandments. 
67Before I was afflicted I went astray, 
 but now I keep your word. 
68You are good and do good; 
 teach me your statutes. 
69The insolent smear me with lies, 
 but with my whole heart I keep your precepts; 
70their heart is unfeeling like fat, 
 but I delight in your law. 
71It is good for me that I was afflicted, 
 that I might learn your statutes. 
72The law of your mouth is better to me 
 than thousands of gold and silver pieces.

Second Reading Romans 4:13-25 
13The promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be 
heir of the world did not come through the law but through the 
righteousness of faith. 14For if it is the adherents of the law who 
are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. 15For the 
law brings wrath, but where there is no law there is no 
transgression. 16That is why it depends on faith, in order that the 
promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all his 
offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one 
who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17as 
it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”—in 
the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to 
the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist. 18In 
hope he believed against hope, that he should become the father 
of many nations, as he had been told, “So shall your offspring 
be.” 19He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own 
body, which was as good as dead (since he was about a hundred 
years old), or when he considered the barrenness of Sarah’s 

womb. 20No distrust made him waver concerning the promise of 
God, but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, 
21fully convinced that God was able to do what he had 
promised. 22That is why his faith was “counted to him as 
righteousness.” 23But the words “it was counted to him” were 
not written for his sake alone, 24but for ours also. It will be 
counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead 
Jesus our Lord, 25who was delivered up for our trespasses and 
raised for our justification.

Holy Gospel Reading Matthew 9: 9-13 

P A reading from Matthew, Chapter 9 
 

9As Jesus passed on from there, he saw a man called Matthew 
sitting at the tax booth, and he said to him, “Follow me.” And he 
rose and followed him. 10And as Jesus reclined at table in the 
house, behold, many tax collectors and sinners came and were 
reclining with Jesus and his disciples. 11And when the Pharisees 
saw this, they said to his disciples, “Why does your teacher eat 
with tax collectors and sinners?” 12But when he heard it, he said, 
“Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who 
are sick. 13Go and learn what this means, ‘I desire mercy, and not 
sacrifice.’ For I came not to call the righteous, but sinners.”
