The Old Testament Lesson:  Psalm 91:1–10 

L A reading from Psalm, the ninety-first chapter. 

1He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High will abide in the shadow of the 
Almighty. 2I will say to the LORD, “My refuge and my fortress, my God, in whom 
I trust.” 3For he will deliver you from the snare of the fowler and from the deadly 
pestilence. 4He will cover you with his pinions, and under his wings you will 
find refuge; his faithfulness is a shield and buckler. 5You will not fear the terror 
of the night, nor the arrow that flies by day, 6nor the pestilence that stalks in 
darkness, nor the destruction that wastes at noonday. 7A thousand may fall at 
your side, ten thousand at your right hand, but it will not come near you. 8You 
will only look with your eyes and see the recompense of the wicked. 9Because 
you have made the LORD your dwelling place—the Most High, who is my 
refuge—10no evil shall be allowed to befall you, no plague come near your tent.

The Epistle Lesson:                                                                  Romans 6:1b–11 

L A reading from Romans, chapter 6.  

1What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? 2By 
no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? 3Do you not know that all 
of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 
4We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as 
Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in 
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newness of life. 5For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall 
certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. 6We know that our old self 
was crucified with him in order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing, 
so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin. 7For one who has died has been 
set free from sin. 8Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also 
live with him. 9We know that Christ being raised from the dead will never die 
again; death no longer has dominion over him. 10For the death he died he died to 
sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to God. 11So you also must consider 
yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

The Gospel Lesson:  Matthew 10:5a, 21–33 

P A reading from Matthew, chapter 10..  

5These twelve Jesus sent out, instructing them, . . .21“Brother will deliver brother 
over to death, and the father his child, and children will rise against parents and 
have them put to death, 22and you will be hated by all for my name’s sake. But 
the one who endures to the end will be saved. 23When they persecute you in one 
town, flee to the next, for truly, I say to you, you will not have gone through all 
the towns of Israel before the Son of Man comes. 24“A disciple is not above his 
teacher, nor a servant above his master. 25It is enough for the disciple to be like 
his teacher, and the servant like his master. If they have called the master of the 
house Beelzebul, how much more will they malign those of his household. 26“So 
have no fear of them, for nothing is covered that will not be revealed, or hidden 
that will not be known. 27What I tell you in the dark, say in the light, and what 
you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops.

Rather fear him who can destroy both soul and 
body in hell. 29Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? And not one of them will 
fall to the ground apart from your Father. 30But even the hairs of your head are 
all numbered. 31Fear not, therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows. 
32So everyone who acknowledges me before men, I also will acknowledge before 
my Father who is in heaven, 33but whoever denies me before men, I also will 
deny before my Father who is in heaven.”
